EPAC encompasses three core concepts that shape its architectural vision. The first concept is "Served and Servant Space," drawing
inspiration from the theatrical experience. The design features distinct areas: the served spaces, including performance halls,
exhibition areas, and gathering spaces for audiences, and the servant spaces, comprising backstage areas, storage facilities, and

technical infrastructure. This concept emphasizes the seamless integration of these spaces, balancing functionality and aesthetics.

The second concept is "Dynamic Transformation." EPAC introduces innovation through a retractable wall and a puppet-like staircase.
The retractable wall connects indoor and outdoor spaces, creating an adaptable environment. When opened, it reveals a puppet-like
staircase that transforms from a circulation element into an elevated stage, engaging performers and audiences in a unique way.

This feature adds surprise, excitement, and theatricality to the space.

The third concept is "Urban Connection." EPAC embraces its surroundings by integrating the urban landscape into the architecture.
The lobby floor extends the cityscape, blurring the boundaries between interior and exterior. A stair-like stage connects the building
to the urban fabric, symbolizing integration with the neighborhood and community. An open deck at the pinnacle offers panoramic

views, serving as a gathering space that fosters connection with the urban environment.

These three concepts form the foundation of EPAC's vision. By blending functionality, innovation, and a deep connection to the
surrounding context, EPAC becomes a vibrant cultural hub that celebrates puppetry and engages the community in a transformative

experience.
