EXPERIMENTAL PUPPETRY ARTS CENTER STARA ZAGORA

Having in mind the vide variety of activities which this new centre will provide the projects focus
is modularity of volumes and spaces. Maximum flexibility of hall layouts is considered illustrated
alternative are presented in sheet 2 from the submitted project.

Main lobby is divided into to zones, one serves as entrance to the main hall and the other one is
oriented towards the back yard. An additional lobby is planned on a second level with provided
public elevator access and emergency exit through the service staircase. While the first-floor
lobby is focused combining service areas for the main hall, the one on the second level is more
flexible. It can be used for lectures, exhibitions, as a new stage combined with the rehearsal, as
elevated performance stage opened to the back yard, workshops etc.

The design of the back yard Is taking into consideration the existing vegetation and is almost
entirely a green area with light wood steps, which can be used as seats for open-air
performances.

Service access to the building is provided from Tzar lvan Asen Il str. Storage room for the main
stage is also located there with a parking area for loading and unloading in front.

The bearing structure for the main hall is separated from the rest of the building providing
flexibility and optimising of construction costs. lllustrations in the project suggest prefabricated
concrete elements, but it can as well be executed in steel structure without affecting the visual
aesthetics of the current proposal. The rest of the building is design in standard bearing
structure with concrete columns and floor plates cast on site.

The project proposal is not affecting the existing building with exception of some retaining walls
and a suggestion for refurbishment of the north facade wall. A future connection to the main
entrance is studied in order to combine the existing lobby with the new building.
