The project is based on 4 key principles: accessibility, versatility, quality of space, and clear and
logical connections. Together they help the building be well-integrated in the environment and
satisfy all visitors’ needs.

The glass and metal facade has a contemporary design that visually connects the interior and the
exterior. The floor is made of polished concrete, the steel structure is visible and together with
the tall curtains actively participates in the interior design. The textures of metal and concrete
complement the modern appearance of the building, the glass adds lightness, and the curtains
provide coziness. The volumes of the main gall and service areas in the foyer are accentuated with
color, creating making it visually dynamic.

The main public areais situated on the ground level and is conditionally divided into a foyer, main
hall, and rear courtyard.

The foyer is divided along two axes. The north-south axis accommodates the service functions
and acts as a direct connection between the main entrance and the rear courtyard. In the area
connecting to the courtyard, there is a summer stage and an entrance to the service wing. The
east-west axis connects to the existing building and serves as an antechamber to the hall, which
can be used as a smaller event space or incorporated into the main hall volume.

The main hall offers variability in its volume through acoustic panels and curtains. It has movable
connections to both axes of the foyer, the summer stage, the courtyard, and the rehearsal space
on the second level. This allows for maximum flexibility and variations in size.

The courtyard is accessible through the foyer and directly from Tsar Ivan Asen Street. The trees
and the connection to the surrounding vegetation create a sense of park space. Various options
for a summer stage, screen, or garden adjacent to the café-bar are provided.

On the 2nd and 3rd levels, there are utility rooms for actors, administration, and residence, acces-
sible via vertical connections in the northern and southern parts of the building.

The roof features a garden suitable for organizing small events.

In the basement, there are storage rooms, technical spaces, and a service parking lot, accessible
via aloading ramp.
